Number, tenure, and qualifications

1. The number of Directors shall be five (5): The President, Secretary,
Treasurer, and two (2) elected from the membership, and may be increased
or decreased by amendment of this bylaw. Any Director must be a member
in good standing as definmed in'article II.

2. The Board shall be elected at the Annual meeting. Each Director shall
serve until the earlier of (1) the next annual meeting of members,
or until his or her successor has been elected and gqualified: or (2)
he or she is removed by a majority of the club membership, with or
without cause, or (3) voluntary resignation.
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
